What does
he do?

How do you see the themes of turn, complain, ask and trust repeated in Jesus’
prayer?

Psalm 10 and Matthew 26 present honest, heart-felt prayers. Does this
approach to prayer come naturally or is it unnatural? Do you feel comfortable
or have a sense of discomfort when complaining honestly to God? Why do you
think that is?

What area of your life do you need to take a Psalm 10 approach to prayer with
right now?
