1. What did you think or feel about Sunday’s message? Why?
2. Read Psalm 23. This is one of the most known psalms. It takes effort to see it in fresh ways. Is there anything here you have never noticed before?

3. There are two metaphors in the psalm: the shepherd (vv. 1-4) and the host (vv. 5-6). Compare and contrast these two images.  
4. In the Psalms, God is often described as “king,” “fortress,” “almighty,” “shield,” “rock,” and “warrior,” what value does the description “shepherd” add to these?

5. Look carefully at the shepherd. How exactly does he care for his sheep?
6. The shepherd walks with the sheep through rough terrain. Pastor Derek mentioned, “the right paths are rarely the easiest ones”. Do you agree? When have you seen this principle in your life?
7. Read John 10:11-15. How does Jesus fulfill the role of a shepherd?

8. What dark valleys, or hard paths, do you feel you are currently facing?
9. How does Psalm 23 speak to your situation?
10. “I fear no evil” (v. 4) is a bold statement. What does it mean for you to say that?
11. Those who follow the shepherd are considered his “sheep”. Sheep are prone to wander, to turn to their own path. What things help you stay focused on the shepherd, remaining on the right path?
12. What path, or response, is God calling you to based on Psalm 23? Be specific.
