"In the first chapter, which speaks about the birth of the universe and the slow emergence of order from chaos, man is 
part of nature. That is the (partial) truth in the discovery that we share much of our dna with other life forms. This is why 
God is described here as Elokim, the Author of nature. In chapters 2 and 3, man begins to use language. He becomes, in 
the words of the Targum, 'a speaking being' (Genesis 2:7). God brings the various forms of life to him 'to see what he 
would name them, and whatever the man called each living thing, that was its name' (2:19). But thus far he only uses 
nouns, first for the animals, and then for his wife, whom he calls ishah, 'woman.' He has moved from nature to culture – 
of which language is the first step – but he has not yet understood the concept of a person. It is only after he gives his 
wife a proper name that the Torah uses the name Hashem on its own. It is only after he has become aware of his wife as 
a person that man is capable of understanding God as a 'person'.”  Rabbi Jonathan Sacks
